P.1-3 Primary Literacy Programme — Reading and Writing (PLP-R/W)

e Adopted the programme developed by the NET section of the
Education Bureau and tailor-made it to best-fit our students’ needs,

week cycle for PLP-R program, taught phonics skills, high frequency
words, book covers in the first cycle and set up four different learning

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4.1.4 E-learning & STREAM
E-learning was incorporated into the school-based English Language curriculum this year.

At junior and senior levels, teachers adopted e-learning systematically to develop students’
English competency at and beyond school. The following list out the corresponding plans

and their effectiveness.

P.1 Primary Literacy Programme - Reading and Writing (PLP-R/W)

e Learning Through Play elements were implemented in P.1 throughout the whole
school year. Six PLP-R/W units were selected and four learning stations were
established within the PLP-R/W lessons, aiming to arouse students’ interests in
learning English and build their language skills.

e In Self-learning Station, students used iPads to read four thematic eBooks and
complete two interactive English games on Space Town Go for each unit.

e  Most students enjoyed conducting self-learning activities with mobile devices and

they could finish the tasks with high scores.
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P.4 Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) Scheme

Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) Scheme was implemented in P.4 this school year.
The Pearson E-bookshelf App was installed onto students’ iPads and the eTextbook
was mainly used to enhance students’ listening and speaking skills. Students first
revisited the pronunciation of the vocabulary and dictation passages, followed by
uploading their audio files to the eTextbook platform. From teachers’ records, most
students submitted their tasks and could clearly and smoothly read aloud the dictation
passages.

Teachers used Kahoot and Nearpod to conduct English activities in class. Students
were familiar with the tools and they were excited to compete with others by
answering MC questions on diverse topics.

In the second term, students used iPads to take pictures of the growth of the plants
during the RaC lessons. They then recorded the changes in their booklet. In the third
term, students used Book Creator to create an eBook about healthy eating. Their
products were resourceful and creative.

P.4-6 Writing on Padlet

P.4, P.5 and P.6 incorporated e-learning in writing lessons and lesson preparation in
week 46, week 49 and week 42 respectively. English teachers set up different
templates on Padlet and invited students to generate vocabulary or ideas regarding to
the topic at the beginning of the lessons.

Students generally participated actively in the lessons since everyone had a chance to
contribute their ideas and learnt from others. In addition, instant and constructive
feedback was provided which helped students enrich the content of their writings and

ideas of the topic.

P.1-6 Reading Aloud and One-minute Presentation

P.1-6 English teachers incorporated e-learning in their speaking lessons throughout the
whole school year. Speaking tasks, namely reading the dictation passages aloud and
One-minute Presentation, were set as learning beyond school. Teachers instructed
students to read the dictation passages aloud and conduct proper presentations in the
English lessons. Students then filmed a video about it at home and uploaded it onto
Google Classroom. Teachers scored students’ performance and pointed out their
strengths and weaknesses in the lessons.

Most students could film the corresponding videos and performed nicely in the

speaking tasks.

P.1-3 STREAM activities

P.1-3 students conducted STREAM activities after the third term summative assessment.

The activities were designed based on the English curriculum and were meant to give

students a taste of ‘from reading to investigating’. Students first read a story or article

related to the topic, then they conducted experiments and studied the science behind.

e P.1 students read the book What is Sam making, and made their own Paper Cup Robot
as a follow-up activity. Students enjoyed the story and used science knowledge and
creativity in making their own robot. They had several trails to find out the
relationship between the size of the clay and the speed of the paper cup robot.
Students were able to draw a conclusion after the tests.

e P.2 students read an article Festival Celebrations Create lots of Rubbish, and used
festival waste to make their own green lanterns in hope of reusing wasted materials.
They studied the characteristics of different materials (i.e. weight, strength, translucent
etc.) and chose the best materials for their lanterns. At the end of the activity, students
were able to evaluate their lanterns based on the criteria set and conclude what they
could have done better.

e P.3students read a story Cinderella and the Beanstalk, and made a fruit-based cleaner
as a follow-up task to help Cinderella. While reading the story, students role-played
and studied about the characters. They used the vocabulary they learnt from the book
to describe the characters. After making the cleaner, students learnt about the principle
of fermentation and why the orange peels could clean up stains. Students observed and
tested the cleaner, and drew conclusion about the cleaner they made.
