with RaC Readers

We do make it happen in the classroom under the Reading across the
Curriculum Programme.

With funding support from the Standing Committee on Language |
Education and Research (SCOLAR), Reading across the Curriculum
Programme has been implemented since the 2018-2019 school year. This
programme aims at developing students’ reading abilities as well as their
scientific knowledge through systematic guided-reading practices,
e-learning activities and hands-on experiments. Primary 4 to 6 students have -
one RaC reading lesson weekly and two RaC readers are assigned for them to

read in the school year. The native-speaking English (NET) teacher and class RaC readers
English teacher co-teach in the lessons, guide students to read and help them to complete the school-based learning
tasks.

Primary 4 students read two RaC readers titled "The Life Cycle of Plants” and "Healthy Eating”. They are
provided with botanical knowledge by role-playing a flower and participating in a planting experiment in class. They
also learn how to eat healthily by watching related YouTube videos and creating healthy eating e-books.

Primary 5 students explore world cultures. They read "Let's Celebratel” and learn about the festivals of
different countries such as Cinco de Mayo in Mexico. They are excited to celebrate the school carnival Gala at Farm
Road by singing and dancing and most notably - making and putting on their DIY hats! Also, students gain
understanding of natural phenomena by reading "Weathering and Erosion”. They then consolidate what they have
learnt through constructing and observing their mini landscapes in groups.

For Primary 6 students, they focus on the environment and social issues. They read "The Nature of Matter”
and fry to classify the states of matter in their surroundings. They then apply what they have learnt to make their
own balloon-powered cars. They also act as global citizens to help solve the garbage problem. They recognize the
problem by reading "The Hidden World of Garbage". Most encouragingly, they practice what they preach by
establishing practical ways of environmental protection at home like sorting and reusing to reduce garbage.

To conclude, we believe that connecting students' reading experiences to the world can stimulate their
thinking and help them gain insights into the dynamics of global issues through interesting and entertaining projects.
